Student Symptom Decision Tree

Screen all students for potential COVID-19 symptoms or exposure

LEWIS COUNTY

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*If a person is fully vaccinated against COVID-19, (had both doses of the Moderna or Pfizer or one dose of the Johnson & Johnson vaccine and at least two weeks have passed since the last dose)
and has no symptoms, they do not need to quarantine after an exposure for 3 months. They should watch for symptoms for 14 days after exposure.

Return to school after 10 days since
symptom onset and 24 hours without fever
and symptoms improving. Quarantine close
contacts of confirmed cases.

If no symptoms develop, may return to school
after 14 days from last contact** with someone
who tested positive. If symptoms develop, perform
COVID-19 test.
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**If a COVID-19 positive person lives in the same household, the exposed person cannot return to work until 14 days after the positive person is released from isolation.
